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Dear Friend,  

In all the years I have spent in ministry praying for the sick, preaching the 
Gospel, and teaching on the love of God, once I discovered the vital role that praying 
in tongues plays in fulfilling a believer’s God-given call, I found myself more and 
more encouraging people to begin, continue, or get back into a consistent prayer life. 

You see, whether you need direction in your life this week or for the coming 
year, for your personal checking account or regarding the economy as a whole, if you 
will consistently spend time in prayer, you are giving God the avenue He needs to 
help you. But there is one thing you have to remember as you draw closer to God by 
making your prayer life a priority: YOUR PRIMARY TEACHER IS THE HOLY SPIRIT, for 
it is His divine commission to guide you into all truth. After all the preachers have 
preached and all the exhorters have exhorted and all the teachers have taught all 
that they can teach, the Holy Spirit remains the only One who is ultimately the 
Instructor of your wisdom.  

Think of what Hebrews 8:11 says: And they shall not teach every man his 
neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know 
me, from the least to the greatest. Why did God say that? Because the only way the 
spiritually dead Old Testament saints could know God was through the ordinances, 
instructions, and sacrifices of the Law. Only when they got everything just right 
would He show up and manifest Himself to them. Then they’d exclaim, “Wow! 
That’s God!” Under the Old Covenant, these saints knew OF God, but they did not 
KNOW God.  

But now, every one of us who are Christians can know God, from the least of 
us to the greatest. Why? Because He wrote His laws and His nature on our hearts 
the moment we were born again!  

Before we were saved, it was absolutely impossible to know God because we 
didn’t have a nature capable of knowing Him. But now, every one of us who are 
children of God can know Him personally and intimately.  

Yes, human preachers and teachers are instructors of our faith. But no one 
on this earth can replace the instruction we receive directly from the Holy Spirit. 
This is why Jesus said what He did in John chapters 14 through 16 when He was 
giving His disciples their final instructions before He was taken away from them. In 
His final instructions, Jesus emphasized the role of the Holy Spirit, who had up to 
that point dwelt with them but would soon dwell WITHIN them: 

And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another 
Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; 
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Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, 
because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for 
he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.  

John 14:16,17  

This was the promise of the Cross that the Old Testament saints had waited 
for—the day when God would come and take away their old nature and give them a 
new nature that freed them from sin. For thousands of years, the Old Testament 
saints waited. They lived and died and went to a place called “Abraham’s Bosom,” 
an Old Testament type of Heaven, and they continued to wait through the different 
dispensations leading up to the Cross.  

Luke 16:22 briefly mentions this Old Testament type of Heaven when it says, 
And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels into 
Abraham's bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried. That term “Abraham’s 
Bosom” refers to the place everyone went after death who in life had embraced the 
promise God made to Abraham: that in Abraham’s seed—which was Christ—all the 
nations of the earth would be blessed (Genesis 22:18). Anyone who died while 
resting in that divine promise went to Abraham’s Bosom until the waiting period 
was over.  

Then Jesus came to earth and completed the plan of redemption. Finally the 
day had come when God was able to give the Old Testament saints a new nature 
that once and for all freed them from sin. Finally it was possible for them to leave 
behind the shadows and the types of the Old Covenant and go on to Heaven itself to 
be forever in the Presence of God. 

But in our case, there is no waiting involved, for we were not born under the 
dispensation of the Old Covenant; we were born under the NEW. We are not like the 
Old Testament saints, who had to wait for the change of covenants in order to be 
born again. The moment we embraced salvation, God gave us a new nature. And 
because we have a new nature, there will be no waiting period for us when this life 
is over. Immediately we will be ushered into Heaven, into the very Presence of God.  

Hebrews 11:39,40 talks about this difference between the two covenants:  
And these all [the Old Testament saints], having obtained a 

good report through faith, received not the promise:  
God having provided some better thing for us [the new birth], 

that they without us should not be made perfect. 

Think about this amazing covenant that we have with God! We live in the 
dispensation of His redemption plan when He is able to impart the born-again 
experience to our spirits. And in the creation of our new nature, so thoroughly has 
God cleansed us from our sins that we are now able to receive His Holy Spirit. That 
is how pure and guiltless we have become in His sight! 

God has sent the Holy Spirit, in all His holiness and purity, to move into our 
new natures. And now that the Holy Spirit lives on the inside of us, He has become 



what no man can be to us—the Instructor of our new nature and the Minister of our 
understanding! 

Yes, in your walk with God, the Holy Spirit is your primary Teacher. And 
after all the preachers and teachers have taught you all that they are supposed to 
teach you, the Holy Spirit is still the One who will give you what no man can give 
you. Upon your invitation, He is ready to take up His ministry on the inside of you 
to guide you into all truth, help you overcome your flesh, help you renew your mind, 
and help you conform to the image of Christ. Changes will begin to take place in 
your life that you never even imagined were possible.  

So determine to set aside time every day to fellowship with the Minister of 
your understanding and the Instructor of your new nature. As the Holy Spirit 
teaches you how to move up higher in God, I guarantee that you will be astounded 
by the results!
